"The photos and messages from St. Joseph's really helped people to understand what 

Connect2 El Salvador is trying to do. It gave CAFOD a human. personal face. and they loved the 

photos of the church and your parish activities. Your message that you "send them your love and 

prayers" was very moving for them-that even though they live in faraway place and live in humble 

conditions, they were important and valued by strangers on the other side of the world. By the 

time I had chance to speak, it was getting dark and we had just one tiny bulb to light up the 

church." "So I want to say a big thank you to St. Joseph's, because you have helped make 

Connect2 El Salvador meaningful and real for the people of Puentecitos. I sensed from them 

excitement, warmth, community and deep appreciation for what this contact means for them." A 

copy of the report, along with photos, from Puentecitos is on the notice board at the back of church 

so please take time to look at them.
